Make It You with Vicki
Every Other Tuesday, 4-6pm, $15 per class

Mariner’s Compass, 5 sessions with Pam M.

Freeze Dried Crystals, 2 Sessions with Pam M.

Similar to a feathered star, this block gives a dramatic 
look with fewer, easier to construct pieces. Finished 
project is uniquely shaped & will make a great table 
topper or large wall hanging. Not for the beginner, but 
great if you’re looking to try something new. Coffee-
Time Quilts by Cathy Wierzbicki is required.

Intro to Shiva Paintsticks with April-May
Friday, April 11th, 6-8:30pm, $30
These specially formulated oil paintsticks add an 
amazing addition to almost any quilt and are so simple 
to use. We’ll explore five different techniques making 
sample squares that can be incorporated into a future 
project. And remember – you don’t need to be an 
artist! Paintsticks on Fabric-Simple Techniques, 
Fantastic Resultsby Shelly Stokes is required.

Design-A-Tote with Nora

Gemstones with Nora
Tuesdays, May 6, 13, 20 & 27, 6-9pm, $65
Make this beautiful lap quilt in four sessions, designed 
for the true beginner. We’ll start with cutting and end 
up with the final borders for your quilt top. This quilt 
looks complicated but isn’t. Please stop by the shop 
before the first class to choose your fabric. Sewing 
machine and basic quilting supplies as well as Take 
Two & Add A Few by Atkins is required.



Cerulean Sands with Pam M.
Saturday, May 10th, 10:00-4pm, $35
A dramatic wall hanging that is surprisingly simple to 
construct. This project combines free style cutting and 
piecing with machine or hand appliqué. When class is 
over, you’ll bring a gorgeous bit of the beach home 
with you! Simple Start Stunning Finish required.

Celtic Knot, 4 sessions with Pam M.
Wednesday, May 14 & 28 +June 11 & 25 6-9, $70
Definitely one of the most stunning quilt techniques. 
An appliqué project with a very intricate look. Learn 
the painless way to create this amazing quilt. Simplified 
techniques include glue basting and easy bias tubes. In 
class, we’ll be working with hand appliqué, how to 
manage the process and how to get those precise, flat 
points! Join us!

Embellishment Workshop with April-May

Embellishments can turn an ordinary quilt into 
something extraordinary!
